C advice:
1. Perspective – try switching back and forth from Python and C/C++.  Watch upper left to see if you are in the wrong one.
2. Running – it will run EVEN IF ERRORS.  Don’t!  NEVER check that box!  If yellow, STOP!
Maybe the best habit is:  Build, observe for errors, run.
Also:  clean sometimes, etc.
3. Format code automatically.  Look for errors.  Hovering after a curly-brace shows match.
4. Session xxx has stopped working (hangs).  Infinite loop.  Maybe i++ when want j++.  Maybe bad printf.
5. Python semi-colon:  curly brace and matching.  Python next line without colon:  put semicolon.
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
