When analyzing circuits, it’s often good to check your hand calculations using a computer program such as PSpice.  In this tutorial, I will be showing how to open PSpice and create a project to build a circuit.
First, click on the Start menu and select “All Programs,” then  “PSpice” and finally, “Caputure CIS.”

After PSpice opens, click on File(New(Project.  Then name the project, in this case, “project1.”
Make sure “Analog or Mixed A/D” is selected, since we will be creating an analog circuit.

Next, choose a location to save your files, in this case, the Desktop.

The next window that opens asks if we would like to create this project based on an existing project or create a blank project.  Choose “Create a blank project.”

After clicking “ok,” a screen appears containing a grid.  This is where you will place the electrical components of the circuit.  You will also be able to analyze different parameters of the circuit.
